Census states that Jacob and Sophie arrived in 1890 with 6 children.

JACOB AND SOME SONS OPERATED A PRODUCE STAND AT THE ‘WALLABOUT MARKET’, BROOKLYN, NY, FROM THE LATE 1800’S UNTIL THE EARLY 1900’S.  THE MARKET AND SURROUNDING BUILDINGS WERE DEMOLISHED IN 1941 TO MAKE WAY FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF WHAT IS KNOWN TODAY AS THE “BROOKLYN NAVY YARD”, USED FOR BUILDING DESTROYERS AND BATTLESHIPS FOR ACTION IN WORLD WAR II.

LOUIS AND SAMUEL ENLISTED IN THE U.S. CAVALRY IN 1896 TO FIGHT IN THE SPANISH-AMERICAN WAR.  LOUIS, JUST 17 AT THE TIME, CHANGED HIS NAME TO GOUREAVSKY WHEN ENLISTING.  HE WAS ASSIGNED TO THE 2ND CAVALRY UNIT, WHICH SERVED IN CUBA.  SAMUEL, ONLY 11 OR 12, CHANGED HIS NAME TO GURIN AND WAS ASSIGNED TO A UNIT THAT WAS SHIPPED TO THE PHILLIPINES WHERE HE EVENTUALLY BECAME HIS UNIT’S BUGLER.

AFTER RETURNING FROM THE WAR, LOUIS OPENED AND OPERATED HIS OWN PRODUCE MARKET IN BROOKLYN. 

THERE IS A GUREASKO FAMILY BURIAL SITE AT THE MT. HEBRON CEMETERY IN QUEENS, LI, NY.  RECORDS STATE THAT THE FAMILY SITE IS ASSOCIATED WITH THE “WORKMAN’S CIRCLE” WHICH WAS FORMED BY FAMILIES FROM THE UKRAINE.   

BURIED THERE ARE: JACOB, SOPHIE, LOUIS, DORA, MORRIS, SARAH, SAMUEL, HANNAH, MAX, EVELYN, HERMAN “HYMIE”, EDNA “ETTIE” AND EDYTHE.

THE 1910 CENSUS STATES THAT A NIECE OF JACOB, GOLDIE LERNER, AGE 15 FROM RUSSIA, LIVED WITH JACOB AND FAMILY ON BUSHWICK AVE., BROOKLYN.  SHE ARRIVED IN 1909.  THE CENSUS STATES THAT JACOB ARRIVED IN AMERICA IN 1887 AND SOPHIE WITH 5 CHILDREN IN 1888.  HE’S LISTED AS A FRUIT AND VEGETABLE MERCHANT; GOLDIE AS A CAPMAKER; MAX AS A BANK CLERK; DORA AS A BOOKKEEPER AND GOLDIE LERNER AS A SHIRTMAKER. 

SOPHIE IS LISTED AS HAVING HAD 10 CHILDREN BUT ONLY 9 LIVING.  SAMUEL WORKED AS A FRUIT MERCHANT.  

SIGMUND, 28 AND DIVORCED, LIVED IN DULUTH, MN AS A GENERAL LABORER.

1920 CENSUS states that Morris and Sara and their 5 children lived at 124 Stockton St., Brooklyn, NY.  Morris owned his own retail store.  Gladys is listed as Glayds.

Louis and Dora and their 4 children were living at 231-33 Graham Ave., Brooklyn, NY.  Louis was naturalized in 1898.  He shows employment as a salesman in a grocery store. 

Herman and “Ettel” lived in Brooklyn, NY.  He was a fruit merchant.

1930 CENSUS states that Morris and Sara were living in Far Rockaway, Queens with their 5 children.  Gladys was listed as Glayes.  Morris owned a fruit store; Louis and Edward were airplane mechanics; Pearl and Edna were public school teachers.

Samuel and Hannah lived in Brooklyn, NY with Henry and Rhoda.  Samuel was a produce dealer.
